In accordance with Regulations 11 and 14 of the Town and Country Planning (Local 
Planning) (England) Regulations 2012, notice is given that Sefton Council adopted the 
Conversions to Flats and House in Multiple Occupation Supplementary Planning Document 
(SPD) on 25th May 2023.   
 
The Conversion to Flats and House in Multiple Occupation SPD expands upon Local Plan 
policy HC4 ‘House Extensions, Houses in Multiple Occupation and Flats’ (2017).  
 
The SPD will be used to inform decisions on land use planning in Sefton.

The proposals came into operation on 25th May 2023.  Any person aggrieved by the SPD may 
apply to the High Court for permission to apply for judicial review of the decision to adopt 
the SPD. Such an application must be made promptly and in any event, not later than three 
months after the date on which the SPD was adopted.  
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
