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Conversions to Short Term Holiday Lets Supplementary Planning Document

In accordance with Regulations 11 and 14 of the Town and Country Planning (Local
Planning) (England) Regulations 2012, notice is given that Sefton Council adopted the
Conversions to Short Term Holiday Lets Supplementary Planning Document (SPD) on 5t
December 2024.

The Conversions to Short term Holiday Lets SPD expands upon Sefton Local Plan policies:

e HC3 Residential Development and Primarily Residential Areas,
e ED2 Retail, Leisure and other town centre uses,

e EQ2 Design; and

e EDS5 Tourism.

The SPD will be used to inform decisions on land use planning in Sefton to help determine
whether conversions to short-term holiday Lets require planning permission and when they
would be considered acceptable.
